Warnings and Safety Precautions

The monitor is designed and manufactued to provide
long, trouble-free service. No maintenance other than
cleaning is required. Use a soft dry cloth to clean the
panel. Never use solvents such as alcohol or thinner to
clean the panel suface.

The display panel consists of fine pictue elements (cells).
Although the display panels ae produced with more than
99.99 percent active cells, there may be some cells that do
not produce light or emain lit.

For operating safety and to avoid damage to the unit,aad
carefully and observe the following instructions.

To avoid shock and fie hazards:

1. Provide adequate space for ventilation to avoid
internal heat build-up. Do not cover ear vents or
install in a closed cabinet or shelves.

The unit is equipped with cooling fans. If you install
the unit in an enclosue, be sure there is adequate
space at the top of the unit to allow hot air to rise and
escape.

Itis highly recommended that you have your monitor installed by a professional. If you are installing
the monitor yourself, refer to the Reference section.

NOTE: If you are planning on attaching the floor stand to your monitor (and not the optional wall mount unit) you may
want to use the safety metal fittings (povided) to give your monitor extra stability.

The safety metal fittings attach to the back of the seen and can then be used to secue the monitor to the wall with stong wire.

Connecting an HD Receiver

RCA and PROSCAN HD (high definition) eceivers come equipped with an
RGB output jack for optimum quality. Using the RGB cable prvided,
connect the HD MONITOR OUT jack on the back of your HDeceiver to
the RGB1 (HD MONITOR IN)/AUDIOL1 IN jack on the back of the
monitor.

If your HD receiver does not have the type of jack pictued on the right,
connect your HD wrceiver using the component video jacks and RCA
cable.

Connecting External Speakers* to the Monitor

The monitor doesn’t have intemal speakers, so in oder to get sound you must connect extenal speakers. Extemal speakers
can reproduce sound from VIDEO or RGB signal souces.

External speakers may be connected diectly to the SPEAKERS teminals or indirectly by connecting a steeo system
amplifier to the audio outputs.

CAUTION: Unplug the monitor and all connected components before connecting external speakers. Use only speakers
with 6 to 8-ohm impedance and a power output rating of 7 watts or more.

To connect extemal speakers directly to the monitor:
1. Strip the ends of the speaker wies.

2. Press down the tabs below the speaker teminals and insert the speaker wie and release the tab to secue the speaker
wire connection.

A Quick Tour of the Remote Control

In alpbabetical order

ANTENNA When the emote is in HD RCVR mode, switches the HD
receiver between Antenna A and Antenna B.

Arrows Use the arows to navigate though the menu sceens and moves
the Zoom pointer in Zoom mode.

AUX (auxiliary) You can program this button to contol any one of the
following: a cable box; most GE, RCA, and PROSCAN audio components;
a laserdisc player; a VCR; or a satellite eceiver. Press this button to
operate the component you've pogrammed to work with the AUX button.

CH+/CH- Changes channels on the HD eceiver when the emote is in
HD receiver mode. When the Zoom mode is active, zooms in (CH+) or
out (CH-).

CINEMA Press to select one of four sceen sizes to suit the type of input
you’re watching.

NOTE: When watching the HD receiver, screen size is controlled
through the HD receiver menu system.

CLEAR Clears on-screen displays and eturns you to nomal viewing.
CMPNT Toggles between CMPNT1 and CMPNT?2 inputs.

GO BACK In HD eceiver mode, returns you to the pevious channel.
When in the menu system, eturns you to the pevious menu.

GUIDE In HD eceiver mode, brings up the on-sceen program guide.
INFO Brings up channel infomation.

INPUT Changes the video input.

MENU Brings up the on-sceen menu.

MONITOR Turns the power to the monitor on and puts theamote in
Monitor mode so you ae able to contol the monitor.

MUTE Reduces sound to an inaudible level.
Numbers Use the number keys to make numerical entries.

OK/ZOOM When in Monitor mode (pess the MONITOR button) and
using on-screen menus, press OK to select a highlighted menu function.
When there are no on-screen menus displayed, pess OK to bring up the
zoom pointer. Using the arow buttons, position pointer on the part of the
screen you want to zoom on, then use the CH+/- buttons to zoom in/out.

Using Your Remote Control

Inserting Batteries
1. Remove the battery compartment cover fom the remote control.

2. Insert batteries (included) as shown on the diagram inside the battery
compartment.

3. Replace the battery compartment cover

Use your remote control from a distance of about 7m/23 feet fom the
monitor’s remote control sensor and at a horizontal angle of within 30
The remote operates on line of sight, so if thee is anything blocking the
path between the emote and the emote control sensor on the font of
the monitor, the remote may not work.

e Don’t expose the emote control sensor on the font of the monitor
to direct sunlight or stiong artificial light.

e Don'’t get the emote control wet.
e Avoid heat and humidity.

e When not using the emote for a long period of time, emove the
batteries.

Programming the Remote

The universal remote control that came with your monitor is aleady
programmed to operate most RCA, GE, and PROSCAN VCRs, DVD
players, laserdisc players, and satellite eceivers. This remote is also
capable of operating many other brands of emote-controllable electronic
components, but you must pogram it to do so.

Find Out If You Need to Program the Remote

To determine whether the universal emote needs to be pogrammed,

turn on one of your components, such as a VCR. Point theemote control
Approx. at the component and pess the component button (for example, the VCR
7m/23 ft. button). Now press the ONeOFF button on the emote. If the component
doesn’t tum off, you need to pogram the remote control in order for it to
operate that component.

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Using Direct Entry

1. Turn on the component you want the emote to operate (the ed light on the emote turns
on).

2. Look up the brand and code number(s) for the component on the code list on the following
pages.

3. Press and hold the component button that coresponds to the component you want the emote
to operate (VCR, RCA DVD, etc.).

4. Enter the code fiom the code list. When you begin entering numbers, thead light on the
remote tums off. When the last number is enteed, the red light tums back on. If the incorect
code is entered, the red light will flash.

Release the component button. The ed light on the emote tums off.

6. Press ONeOFF to see if the component esponds to the emote commands. If it doesn’t, try
pressing the component button and then ONeOFF again.

6. 1If you get no esponse, repeat these steps using the next code listed for your brand, until the
component responds to the emote commands.

How To Use the Remote Control After You’'ve Programmed It

Once the remote control has been pogrammed successfully, you're ready to use it to operate
other components.

1. Press one of the video souce buttons to select a component (VIDEO or RGB) to operate.

2. Press the component button (MONITOR, VCR, DVD, AUX, or HD RCVR) to use therdnsport
buttons (REVERSE, PLAY, FORWARD, STOP, PAUSE, and RECORD) to operate the component.

3. Press ONeOFF to tum the component on or of.

NOTE: If you keep pressing buttons and nothing happens, you may have the wrong video
source or wrong component selected. You must select the correct video source and the
component button that matches the component you want to operate.

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The Menu System
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The NMenu System

Basic Operations

Power

To turn the monitor on and of:

1. Plug the power cord into an active AC power outlet.

2. Press the ONeOFF button on the emote control or the monitor button on the unit. The
monitor’s POWER/STANDBY indicator tums green when the monitor is on.

3. Press the ONeOFF button on the emote control or the unit to tun it off. The monitor’s
POWER/STANDBY indicator tums red and the standby mode is set (only when tuming off the

unit with the emote control).

Volume

To adjust the volume:

1. Press and hold the VOL > button (on the emote control or the unit) to incease to the desied

level.

2. Press and hold the VOL < button (on the emote control or the unit) to decease to the

desired level.

Note: External speakers are required for sound.

Mute

Press the MUTE button on the emote control to reduce the sound to an inaudible level. Pess

MUTE again to festore the sound.

These are the buttons on the remote
you use to navigate through the
monitor’s on-screen menu system.

Navigating the Menus

You can adjust monitor options though the monitor’s menu system. D
access the main menu, pess the MENU button on the emote control or
MENUeOK on the fiont of the monitor

There are a few things you need to know to navigate though the menu
system. The navigation buttons ae the set of arow-shaped buttons in
the middle of the emote (See illustration on left).

Use the A and ¥ buttons on the emote to move the menu highlight up
and down.

Use the 4 and p buttons to move the highlight and change settings.
Press the GO BACK button on the emote to return to a previous menu.

You can return the monitor to the factory settings at any time by using
the RESET option in the FUNCTION menu.
