This CD player requires either two “AA” cell batteries (not included) or the
AC adapter (not included).

BATTERY INSTALLATION
The battery indicator (<) will appear in the CD display when the
batteries need replacing.

1. Open the battery compartment door on the
bottom of the unit by sliding it out and then
lifting it. To prevent the possibility of losing
the cover, it cannot be removed.

2. Insert two (2) “AA” cell batteries (not included)
according to the polarity diagram inside the
battery compartment. Alkaline batteries are
recommended for the longest playing time.

BATTERY PRECAUTIONS
Follow these precautions when using batteries in this device:
1. Use only the size and type of batteries specified.
2. Be sure to follow the correct polarity when installing the batteries as indicated next to the battery
compartment. Reversed batteries may cause damage to the device.
3. Do not mix different types of batteries together (e.g. Alkaline and Carbon-zinc) or old batteries with
fresh ones.

4. If the device is not to be used for a long period of time, remove the batteries to prevent damage or
injury from possible battery leakage.

When cleaning the compact disc, wipe in straight lines from the @COMF’ACT
center of the compact disc to the outer edge of the compact disc.

Never wipe in circular motions.
This unit is designed to play only compact discs bearing the identification logo
as shown here. Other compact discs may not conform to the CD standard and
may not play properly.

Compact discs should be stored in their cases after each use to avoid
damage.
