Reception problems caused by inadequate antenna systems are your
responsibility.
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(5) Warranties extend only to defects in materials or workmanship as limited above and do not extend to any television or
parts which have been lost or discarded by you or to damage to television or parts caused by misuse, accident, Acts of
God, such as lightning or fluctuations in electric power, improper installation, improper maintenance or use in violation
of instructions furnished by TCL; or to units which have been modified or had the serial number removed, altered,
defaced or rendered illegible.
