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Using your iPod/iPhone
You can use the system right away, with the universal dock 
adapter already installed. Or you can replace the installed 
adapter with the insert supplied with your iPod/iPhone.

2. Remove the cover and insert the 
new battery (CR2032 or DL2032) 
flat side up, with the + symbol in 
view.

3. Reseat the cover and turn it 
clockwise to lock into place.

Problem What to do

• Press the Play/stop button on the remote control. Press and hold this button to hear a second device while 

the iPod/iPhone is charging.
• Unplug the power cord for one minute, then plug it back in. This resets the system (you should hear a tone 

when the system is powered back on).
• Make sure you have the latest version of software on your iPod/iPhone.
