Read this booklet carefully before using this air conditioner. If
you still have any difficulties or problems, consult your dealer
for help.

e This air conditioner is designed to give you comfortable room
conditioners. Use this only for its intended purpose as
described in these Instruction Manual.

Never use or store gasoline or other flammable vapor or liquid
near the air conditioner == it is very dangerous.

This air conditioner has no ventilator for intaking fresh air from
outdoors. You must open doors or windows frequently when you

use gas or oil heating appliances in the same room, which
consume a lot of oxygen from the air. Otherwise these is a risk of
suffocation in an extreme case.

iij m ¢ Do not turn the air conditioner on and off from the power
mains switch. Use the operation ON/OFF button.
¢ Do not stick anything into the air outlet of the air conditioner.
This is dangerous because the fan is rotating at high speed.
® Do not let children play with the air conditioner.
e Do not cool or heat the room too much if babies or invalids are
present.
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OUTDOOR UNIT

This illustration is based on the external view of a standard model.
Consequently, the shape may differ from that of the air conditioner which
you have selected.

This air conditioner consists of an indoor unit and an outdoor unit. You can
control the air conditioner with the remote control unit.

Air from the room is drawn into this section and passes through air filters
which remove dust.

Cool air is blown out of the air conditioner through the air outlet.

The wireless remote control unit controls power ON/OFF, operation mode
selection, temperature, fan speed, timer setting, and air sweeping.

The indoor and outdoor units are connected by copper tubes through whict
refrigerant gas flows.

Moisture in the room condenses and drains off through this hose.

The outdoor unit contains the compressor, fan motor, heat exchanger coil,
and other electrical components.

This section picks up infrared signals from the remote control unit
(transmitter).

This lights when the system is in the continuous COOL or FAN mode.

This lamp lights when the system is being controlled by the timer.

This position is for operating the air conditioner with the wireless remote
control unit. Set the selector normally in this position.

Switch the selector to the OFF position if you are not going to use the air
conditioner for a few days or longer.

The OFF position does not disconnect the power.

Use the main
power switch to turn off power completely. ’

This position is used only when servicing the air conditioner, so
don’t leave the selector in this position.

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When you press the buttons or move the switches on the remote control
unit, the lamp at the tip of the unit flashes to transmit the setting changes to
the receiver in the air conditioner.

Information is displayed while the remote control unit is switched on. The
display shows the time and the room temperature at the remote control unit
when the unit is switched off.

This button is for turning the air conditioner on and off.

The cover opens from the left. Just pull it open.

Press “COOLER" button to change the set temperature down.
Press "WARMER" button to change the set temperature up.

You can press the temperature setting buttons keeping the cover closed.

First, press the PROGRAM button to select the mode you want.
Each time you press “HH" button, the hours advance by one.
Each time you press “MM" button, the minutes advance by one.

For details, see "“Setting the Timer".
Press this button to select the mode you want to program.

For details, see “Night Setback Mode”. When you press this button in the
COOL mode, the Cx D mark appears at the lower left of the display, and .
the remote control unit will automatically adjust the set temperature to save
energy. .

Using the Remote Control Unit

Press and slide the lid on the back of the remote control unit in the
direction of the arrow.

Install two AAA alkaline batteries. Make sure the batteries point in the
direction marked in the battery compartment.

Press the ACL button, then replace the lid. If you press it, the current
time, ON time, and OFF time are all reset to 0:00. This may make it
easier for you to reset those times. (See "“Setting the Timer”.)

The batteries last about six months, depending on how much
you use the remote control unit. Replace the batteries when
the remote control unit’s lamp fails to light, or when the
remote control cannot be used to change the air conditioner’s
settings.

Use two fresh leak-proof type-AAA alkaline batteries.

In replacing batteries, follow the instructions as mentioned in
the sub-section ’"How to Install Batteries” .

If you do not use the remote control unit more than 1 month,
take out the batteries.

When using the remote control unit, always point the unit’s transmitter head
directly at the air conditioner’s receiver.

The indoor remote unit may be operated either from a non-fixed position or
from a wali-mounted position. To ensure that the air conditioner operates
correctly, do not install the remote control unit in the following places:

In direct sunlight

Behind a curtain or other places where it is covered
More than 26 ft. away from the air conditioner

In the path of the air conditioner’s airstream

Where it may become extremely hot or cold

Where it may be subject to electrical or magnetic noise

Check that the circuit breaker on the power panel is turned on and the
operation selector of the indoor unit is in the ON position.

STEP 1: Set the MODE selector switch to COOL.

STEP 2: Set the timer selector switch to NORM.

STEP 3: Press the ON/OFF operation button.

STEP 4: Press the COOLER or WARMER button to set a cooler or

warmer temperature.
Each time you press these buttons, the set temperature varies

by 2°F.

STEP 5: Set the fan speed selector switch to the setting you want.

To stop the air conditioner, press the ON/OFF operation button again.

Choose the best position in the room for the remote control
unit, which also acts as the sensor for room comfort and
transmits the operating instructions. Once you’‘ve found this
best position, always keep the remote control unit there.

This appliance has a built-in 3-minute time delay circuit to ensure
reliable operation. If the operation button is pressed, the compressor will
start running after three minutes. In the event of power failure, the unit
will stop. When the power is applied, the unit will re-start automatically
after 3 minutes.

To prevent the appliance from malfunctioning, do not set any
selector switch between two indicated positions. Make sure
that it clicks into position.

In this mode, the air conditioner will cool the room to the set temperature,
and then the thermostat will make the unit pause. After about 30 minutes,
the air conditioner will automatically raise the set temperature by 2°F. When
the room temperature reaches the newly set value, the thermostat will cause
the unit to pause. After about 30 minutes the temperature will again be
raised by 2°F. This enables you to save energy without sacrificing comfort.
This function is convenient when gentle cooling is needed.

STEP 1: Simply set the FAN SPEED selector to the “AUTO" position.

A microcomputer in the air conditioner automatically controls
the fan speed when the AUTO mode is selected. When the ail
conditioner starts operating, the difference between the room
temperature and the set temperature is detected by the
microcomputer which then automatically switches the fan
speed to the most suitable level.

It power failure occurs, the time counted up to that point will become void.
After the power is applied, the timer newly starts counting at the set time.

Adjusting the Airflow Direction

A. Horizontal
The horizontal airflow can be adjusted by moving the vertical vane to the
left or right.

B. Vertical

Confirm that the remote control unit has been turned on. Press the SWEEP
button to start the flap moving up and down. If you want to stop the flap
movement and to direct the air in the desired direction, press the SWEEP
button again. in the COOL mode, don’t direct the flap down more than 30°;
otherwise, condensation may drip on to the floor. Zone A’ is the
recommended flap position for cooling.

Care and Cleaning

m 1. For safety, be sure to turn the air conditioner off and also to
disconnect the power before cleaning.

2. Do not pour water on the indoor unit to clean it. This will damage

- the internal components and cause an electric shack hazard.

Casing and Grille Clean the casing and grille of the indoor unit with a vacuum cleaner brush,
(Indoor Unit) or wipe them with a clean, soft cloth.

If these parts are stained, use a clean cloth moistened with a mild liquid
detergent. When cleaning the grille, be careful not to force the vanes out of

place.

m 1. Never use solvents, or harsh chemicals when cleaning the
indoor unit. Do not wipe the plastic casing using very hot
water.

2. Some metal edges and the fins are sharp and may cause injury

if handled improperly; be especially careful when you clean

these parts.
3. The internal coil and other components of the outdoor unit

must be cleaned every year. Consult your dealer or service

centre.

Air Filter The air filter behind the air intake grille should be checked and.cleaned at

least once every two weeks.

How to remove the filter
1. Move the flap on the air outlet grille to its lowest position.

2. Hold the air filter by the tab at the bottom, and pull downward.

Use a vacuum cleaner to remove light dust. If there is sticky dust on the
filter, wash the filter in lukewarm, soapy water, rinse it in clean water, and
dry it. When replacing the filter, make sure that the FRONT mark is facing

you.

Tips for Energy Saving

Do not: ® Block the air intake and outlet of the unit. If it is obstructed,
the unit will not work well, and may be damaged.

e Let direct sunlight into the room. Use sunshades, blind or curtains. If the
walls and ceiling of the room are warmed by the sun, it will take longer
to cool the room.

Do ® Always try to keep the air filter clean. (Refer to “Care and Cleaning”). A
clogged filter will impair the performance of the unit.

® To prevent conditioned air from escaping, keep windows, doors and any
other openings closed.
