Your appliance comes fitted with a plug and a 13A fuse. If you need to
replace the fuse, only those rated at 13A and ASTA approved to
BS1362 should be used. If you lose the fuse cover, a replacement
may be obtained from your local authorised Service Centre or
Electrical company. Correct replacementis identified by colour coding
or the marking on base of plug.

WARNING: DO NOT use the plug unless the fuse cover is fitted.

Changing the Plug

Installation

Choose where you want to install
your dishwasher, you can place it
sothat its sides or back panel are
side by side with furniture or up
againstthe wall. The dishwasheris
provided with water supply and drain
hoses, which can be directed
towards the left or right to facilitate
appropriate installation.

Levelling.

Once the appliance is positioned,
adjust the feet by screwing themin
or out depending on how high you
want it and to level it so that it is
horizontal. Make sure thatit is not
inclined more than 2 degrees. Ifthe
applianceislevel, itwill help ensure
its correct operation.

Height Adjustment

Insert the appliance into the cutout
and then adjust the height using the
screws located on the front bottom
part of the machine. Use a
screwdriver to turn the screws in
the clockwise or anti-clockwise
direction to increase or decrease
the height respectively.

Cold water connection.

Connect the cold water supply
hose, inserting the small filter
supplied with the dishwasher and
making sure thatit is fastened tightly
in place (see figure 2). Ifthe water
hoses are new or have been out of
use for an extended period of time,
let the water run to make sure itis
clear and free of impurities before
making the connection. If this
precaution is not taken, the water
inlet could get blocked, causing
damage to your dishwasher.

Anti-flooding protection

Your dishwasher has a special
system which stops the water
supply in the event of leaks inside
the appliance.

Itis equipped witha waterinlet that
has a clear outer hose and aninner
high pressure hose which turns
bright red if it breaks.

Leaks are prevented as the clear
outer hose now contains the water.
It is vital that you check it on a
regular basis, if you see ithas tumed
bright red, you know you need to
replace itas soon as possible.
Call for an authorised technical
engineer to come and replace it.

Drain hose connection.
WARNING: Connect your
dishwasher drain hose to pipes
which connect to the foul drain
system and not to surface water
drains.

IMPORTANT: For the correct
operation of your dishwasher, itis
essential to comply with the following
information:-

Standpipe:

Ensure that the hose is not pushed
too far down the standpipe.

Ifthe end of your drain hose is fitted
with ‘retaining flaps’, ensure they are
inserted fully into the standpipe. This
will prevent the pipe from jumping
out during installation and use.

DO NOT position the standpipe
near an electrical outlet.
ENSURE that the drain hose is not
kinked and itis routed as shown in
the diagram.

The standpipe should have a bore
of atleast 38mm (11/2"). It should
be installed as shown, have atrap
fitted and must discharge into the
same drain system as your
household sink.

How to use your Dishwasher

First of all.

- Turn on the water supply
tap completely.

- Add the correct amount of
detergent.

- Load the baskets correctly.
- Check that the spray arms
rotate freely.

- Close the door securely.

- Turnknob "A"to ON you will hear
ashortbeep. The display turns on
and 3 dashes appear, these indi-
cate that the dishwasher is now
awaiting instructions.

Select the wash cycle.
Turnknob "M" until the indicator is
in line with the number or symbol for
the cycle required.Select the wash
cycle most suitable for the type of
dishes to wash (see ‘Programme
Chart).

After afew seconds, you will heara
short beep: the wash cycle has
started and indicator "G" displays
the cycle phase starting symbol .
The counter "L" will show the
amount of time left until the end of
the wash cycle.

- Do not expect a precise count-
down as the wash cycle starts with
an estimated cycle time thatis up-
dated as the cycle progresses and
is also affected by such things as
water temperature and degree of
soiling).

Indicator lights.

Your dishwasher is provided with
anindicator light "G"with 4 symbols
which come onasthe appliance car-
ries out each phase of the selected
programme.

These indicator lights represent
each phase corresponding to:

Modifying a wash cycle in
progress.

If you have chosen the wrong cycle
- You can modify the wash cycle, if
it has only just started. Turn knob
"M"tothe Reset position and aftera
few seconds you will hear 4 beeps.
Indicator light "G" willgo outand 3
dashes appear, this indicates all
settings have been cancelled. You
are now free to re-set the correct
wash cycle.

You've left out a dish?
Interrupt the wash cycle by turning
knob "A" to OFF, open the door
and insert the dish you had forgot-
ten, close the door and turn knob
"A" to ON again.

The cycle will start up from where
you interrupted it.

Cycle end

The end of the wash cycle is indi-
cated by 2beepsand END flashes
uponthedisplay.

Turnknob "M"to the Reset position
and the 3 dashes for programming
cancellation will appear.

Turn knob "A" to OFF to turn the
appliance off.

Turn offthe water tap.

Wait a few minutes before unload-
ing the dishes: they are very hot! If
you waita little while, they dry better
due tothe steam.

Empty the lower basket first.

Delaying the start of a
programme.

Whenyou have loaded the dishes,
you can choose whento startyour
dishwasher before setting the wash
cycledesired.

Pressbutton"P" andyou candelay
the startofthe wash cycle by 1t09
hours. Press the button once, a
beep will sound and the wording
“09h" willcome upion the display.
Theneachtimeyou pressthe bution
abeepwill sound and the hours will
decrease by one hour until until the
delayis O1h. Ifyou pressthe button
againthe delayed startis cancelled
and3dashesappearonthedisplay.
Onceyou have setthe delayed start
time, selectthe wash cycle onknob
“M" after a beep sounds indicator
light"H" flashes onthe display and
the countdown begins (indicated on
the display one houratatime).
The display will keep youinformed
of the countdown progress at all
times.

During the countdown you can
modify the delay by pressing button
“P" repeatedly without resetting the
washcycle.

Ifyou have changedyourmindand
wish to start the wash cycle
immediately, press button “P” until
the 3 dashes appear onthe display
toindicate delayed startis cancelled.
Indicator light “H"will go outand the
cyclewill startatthe sound ofabeep.

Your dishwasher also allows youto
wash halfaload (using one basket),
tosave water , electricity and deter-
gent(use only halfthe amount).
Before setting awash cycle, press
button"I". Each time you pressit,
youwill hearabeepand symbol

'1'/2' (upper basket) and symbol

indicator"N", Press the button once
more to reset the basket selection
andthe dishwasherwill again be set

to use both baskets.

“Extra” drying

If you want your dishes to be
perfectly dry:

Openthe door, tum knob“M"tothe
Reset position, selectthe basket/s
to be used and delayed start if
required.

Startthe wash cycle as normal.
Indicator “G"will show symbol {tt
when it has reached the drying
phase. The symbol will flash for
approximately 4 seconds and the
word OFF appears onthe display
(extradrying disabled).
Ifyouimmediately press button ‘",
youwill heara prolonged beepand
the word ON will appear on the
display and extra drying has been
selected.

Once you have completed all your
selections, shutthe door. You will
hearabeep and the wash cycle will
start, eitherimmediately or afterthe
delayed startif selected.
Remember that with extra drying
selected the programme will last
longer.

There's been a power

The wash cycle stops and then
restarts when the electricity comes
back on orwhenyou close the door.

To optimise wash performance and save on energy, try yo use the dishwasher with a full wash load. If it takes some time to fil
your dishwasher, use the soak cycle to avoid caked on food and build up of bad odours.




Before Using your Dishwasher

Adjusting the water softener.

Your dishwasher can adjust its salt

consumption according to the hard-

ness of the water in your home.

This way, you can optimise and

customise your dishwasher's salt

consumption.

To adjust salt consumption, do as

follows:

1. Unscrew the salt container cap

2. There is an arrow on the neck
of the container (see figure): if
necessary, turn the arrow anti-
clockwise from the "-" setting
to the "+" setting.

Select the arrow position

depending on the water

hardness, referring to the table.

Salt

Filling the salt container.

Always use salt which is intended

for dishwasher use.

The salt container is situated

underneath the lower basket, fill it

up as follows:

1.Pull out the lower basket
completely, unscrew and
remove the container cap

2. Ifitis the first time you add the
salt, firstfill the container up with
water (you won'thave to do this
again nexttime)

3. Putthe dishwasher funnel onthe
hole and pour in approximately
two kilos of salt. Itis normal that
some water comes out of the
container.

4. Screw the cap back in place
carefully.

When to add salt:

The salt container should be filled
up when the low saltindicator light
“E"flashes on the control panel.
When you have loaded salt for the
firsttime, itis normal for the low salt
indicator light to stay on for atleast 5
consecutive cycles.

The detergent

Adding detergent

Rinse aid makes dishes sparkle
more asitimproves their drying. The
rinse aid container is situated on the
inside of the door. You should fill it
up whenthe rinse aid indicator “F"
lights up on the control panel.

Store your detergent and rinse aid
inacool, dry place, safely away from
children.

*If you live in an area particularly
prone to very hard water (>35°f)
Glist and Hotpoint recommend
that you continue to keep your
dishwasher salt topped up.

- The amount of rinse aid
needs to be increased if the
dishes appear dull or you can
see circular stains.

- The amount of rinse aid
needs to be reduced if the
dishes are sticky or you can
see white streaks.
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Loading your Dishwasher

First of all.

Before placing dishes inthe baskets,
remove all course food remains. This
avoids blocking the filter, which
would reduce the efficiency of the
wash.

If saucepans and frying pans are
very dirty, allow them to soak before
beingwashed.
Tomakeiteasiertoloadyour dishes,
pull the baskets out.

Multisystem baskets

The dishwasher is fitted with upper,
lower and cutlery baskets. They
provide greater flexibility for loading
dishes, making them more suitable
for your specific needs.

The basket handles can be
removed for cleaning. Pull out the
two fastening plugs, remove the
handles and rinse under running
water. Replace the handles fixing
themin place with the two fastening

plugs.

What goes into the lower

basket?

We recommend you place the most

difficutt dishes towash into the lower

basket: saucepans, lids, soup
dishes and plates (a load example
is shownin the photo).

* Servingdishesandlarge lids:
place them on the sides of the
basket.

 Saucepans,saladbowls: must
always be placed upside down

» Verydeepdishes: placethem
obliquely, thus allowing water to
run down them and cleaning
them better

* Glasses and cups: position
themas shown inload example
photo.

The cutlery baskets can be splitup

by pulling out the handle and

removing the clip that keeps the two
parts joined together.

When you only have a little cutlery

to wash you can use just half the

basket, save space for other
crockery or place the other half in
the upper basket instead (see

figures Aand B).

This basket is equipped with two

removable grids. Insert the cutlery

one by one into the slots, with the
handles at the bottom. Position them
sothatthey don'ttouch.

In this specific model, the cutlery

basketis fitted with two detachable

side compartments, as shown in
figure A1, which can be hooked on
either the upper or lower basket as
required.

What goes into the upper
basket?

Place delicate and lightweight dishes
in the upper basket: glasses, tea
cups and coffee cups, saucers and
plates - shallow salad bowis, slightly
dirty frying pans and shallow pans.
Position lightweight dishesin sucha
way as to avoid their being moved
by the spray of water.

The dishwasher can also be
equipped with one or two tip up
compartments onto which you can
place mugs and cups, as well as
long sharp knives and serving
cutlery.

After loading the dishes, remember
to check thatthe spray arms can
turn freely without hitting against any
dishes.

How to adjust the upper
basket.

The upper basket can be setin high
or low position to enable you to
organise your dishes effortlessly.

Load examples

Wh at can I WaSh Items not suitable for the dishwasher:

* Cutlery and tableware made fromwood or part wood - They may become faded and unsightly in appearance.
*  Avoid washing horn handled and bronze cutlery in the machine.
+ Delicate/decorative glassware and vases, special antique or irreplaceable china - the decorative patterns

printed on these items will not be dishwasher proof.
+ Plastic objects that are not resistant to hot water.
+ Copperand Pewter utensils. Aluminium and Sliver objects.

» Some types of glass can become opaque in appearance after they have been washed too many timesina

dishwasher.

* Highly absorbent materials such as sponges and towels should never be placed in a dishwasher.
« Ifinany doubt, check with the manufacturer on items suitability for dishwasher’s.

WARNING: Dishes or cutlery soiled with tobacco ash, wax, lubricating grease or paint should not be put

inthe dishwasher.

Ourrecommendation: Infuture, only purchase table or kitchenware that has been confirmed - dishwasher proof.
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Care and Cleaning

maintenance on the dishwasher,
always remove the plug fromthe
electricity socket.

After every wash.

When the wash cycle has ended,
always remember to turn off the
water supply tap and to leave the
appliance door ajar. This way,
moisture and bad odourswil notbe

trappedinside.

Thefiterassembly

« Ifyouwantconsistentgood results
fromyour dishwasher, youneedto
cleanthe fitter assembly.

* Remove the larger food particles
trapped inside the cup “C"andthe
semi-circular filter A after each
wash; pullthe cup handle upwards
to remove them. Just rinse them
under running water.

* The entire filter assembly should
be cleanedthoroughlyonceamonth:
cup C + semi-circular filter A +
cylindrical filter B. Rotate filter “B”
anticlockwise toremove it

For cleaning, use a non metallic

Reassemble the filter parts (as
showninthe figure) and reinsertthe
whole assembly into the
dishwasher. Position it into its
housing and press downwards.
The dishwasher is notto be used
withoutfitters. Improper replacement
of the filters may reduce the
efficiency of the wash and even
damage your dishwasher.

Cleaning the spray arms.
Food residue may become
encrusted ontothe spray arms and
block the holeswhere water comes
out. Checkthe spray arms regularty
andcleanthemonceinawhile.

Cleaning the Water Inlet
Filter

Periodically cleanthe water inletfiter
(see figure 2 under "Installation”)
located on the outlet of the water
supply tap. Aftertuming offthe water
tap, unscrew the end of the water
supply hose, remove the filter and
cleanitcarefully under running water.
Then, retumthefittertoits place and
tightenthe water supply hose back
into position.

Theseals.

One of the factors that cause
unpleasantodourstoforminsidethe
dishwasher is food that remains
trapped in the seals. Periodic
cleaning using adamp sponge wil
preventthis from occurring.

DONOT use solvents or abrasives
tocleanthe exteriorand rubber parts
of your appliance, do not use
solvents or abrasive cleaning
products. Use a cloth dampened
with lukewarm soapy water only.

Ifthere are any stainsonthe surface
ofthe appliance interior, use a cloth
dampened with water and a little
white vinegar, or acleaning product
specifically made for dishwashers.

Goingaway

Ifthe dishwasheris hotgoing to be

used for some time, carry outthe

following:

* run a cycle with the dishwasher
empty.

« switch off at the electrical socket
andunplug.

« turn off the water supply tap,
disconnectthe inlet hose and
allowtodrain.

«fillthe rinse aid dispenser.

*leave the door ajar, to preventthe
build up of unpleasant odours
inside the dishwasher.

Before using the dishwasher aftera
long break, pluginand switch onat
the electrical socket. Reconnectthe
inlet hose and turn on the water
supply tap. Check there are no
deposits of rust inside the water
pipe, ifthere are allowwatertorun
from the supply tap for a few
minutes.

Disconnecting the dishwasher.

Whendisconnectingthe dishwasher

itisimportant that tasks are carried

outinthe correctsequence.

*switch offatthe mainsand remove
the plug from the socket.

« turn off the water supply.

« disconnectdrain and water inlet
hose.

* pull outthe dishwasher, carefully,
withdrawing hoses atthe same
time.

Moving the appliance.

Drainwater from the dishwasher.

Secure all loose parts. Only

transportinan upright position.

«Ifnotkeptupright during transport,
anywater remaining inside may
seepintothe control moduleand
cause subsequent errors with
programme functions.
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Troubleshooting

EISHWASHER

- Do not forget that repairs should be carried out by a qualified specialist. Improper repairs can lead to considerable equipment
damage, as well as danger to the user.
- The dishwasher must first be disconnected from the electricity supply before any repairs or other work can be carried out.
Switch off at the mains socket and water supply and remove the plug.

Resolving minor problems yourself.
Experience has shown that you can resolve most problems that arise during normal daily usage yourself, without having
to call out a service engineer. Not only does this save costs but it also means the appliance is available for use again
that much sooner. The following list of common occurences and their remedies should help you identify the causes of

most problems.

If water remains inside the

dishwasher, check...

m thedrainhoseis notkinked.

m the drain syphon is not
obstructed.

m the dishwasher filters are not
clogged.

If the dishes are not being

cleaned properly, check...

m the corectamount of detergent
hasbeenadded.

m thereisregenerating saltinthe
saltcontainer.

m the dishes have been loaded
correctly.

m the selected programme is
suitable forthe type of dishesand
the degree of soiling.

m allfitersare cleanand positioned
correctly.

m the spray arm nozzles are not
obstructed.

m thereis nothing obstructing the
rotation of the spray arms.

If the dishes fail to dry or

remain dirty, check...

m thereisrinse aidinside the rinse
aid container.

m therinse aid dispenser setting is
correct.

m the detergent being used s of
good quality and has notlost its
effectiveness (for example,
through incorrect storage, with
the box leftopen).

If the dishes show signs of

streaking, staining etc.

check...

m therinse aid dispenser setting is
notsettoo high.

If there are visible traces

of rust inside the tank,

check...

m the cap offthe salt container s
securely closed and that the
water softner setting is correct.

m the corectamountof detergent
isbeing used. Certain detergents
can be more corrosive than
others.

m the tank is made of steel and
therefore any rustmarks are due
toexternal elements (fragments
of rustfromthe tank pipes, pots,
cutlery etc.) Special products are
commercialyavailabletoremove
suchmarks.

Error messages
Yourdishwasheris equippedwitha
safety systemwhich is able to de-
tectoperating faults.

These faults flash up onthe display
by several codes consisting of let-
tersand numbers.

Take anote ofthe codes, turn the
appliance offand call Hotpoint Serv-
ice for technical assistance.

Tap off alarm

Ifthe H20 code is flashing on the
display with a long series of pro-
longed beeps, it means you have
forgottento tum the watertap on.
Turnknob “A"to OFF, turn onthe
watertap andwait approximately 20
seconds before turning the appli-
ance back on. The wash cycle will
start up again after afew minutes.
Ifyou are not there when the H20
code appears, the appliance will
switchtoalarm mode and the code
AO06willflash onthe display.
Turnknob “A”"to OFF, turnonthe
water tap, wait approximately 20
seconds before turning appliance
back on. Re-selectthe wash cycle
and the appliance will start up
