CHARGING BA'I-FERY PACK

The battery pack for this tool has been shippedIn a
lowcharge conditionto prevent possible problems.
Therefore, you should charge It overnightpriorto use.
Note: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time
they ere charged. Allowseveral cycles (drilling
followed by recharging) for them to become fully
charged.

TO CHARGE

• Charge battery pack only with the charger and
charging stand provided.

• Make sure power supply is normal house
voltage, 120 volts, 80 Hz, AC only.

• Connect charger to power supply.

• Place battery pack in chargingstand. Align raised
rib on batterypack with groove in chargingstand.
See Figure 1.

• Press clownon battery pack to be sure contactson
battery pack engage properlywithcontacts in
chargingstand.

• When properly cOnnected,the red lighton charging
stand will turn on.

• Note: ffcha_:jerdoesnot chargebatterypeck,return
batterypack, chargerand chargingstandto your
nearestSears RepoJrCenter forelectrioalcheck,

• After normal usage, a minimumcharge time of 10
hours Is required to recharge a completely
dischargedtool.

• The battery pack will become slightly warm to the
touch while charging.This is normal and does not
indicate a problem.

• Do not place charger In an ares of eXtreme heat or
cold, It will work best at normal room temperature.

• When batteries becomefully charged, unplug
charger frompower supply.

This tool has avariablespeed switchthatdelivershigher
speed andtorquewithincreasedtriggerpressure.Speed
iscontrolledby the amount of switch triggerdepression.

Your drill has a two-speed gear train designed for
drilUng or driving at HI or LO speeds. A slide switch is
located on top of your drill to select either HI or LO
speed. When using drill in the HI speed range, speed
will increase end unit will have less power and torque.
When using drill In the LO speed range, speed will
decrease and unit will have more power and torque.
Use HI speed for fast ddlling or driving applications
and LO speed for high power and torque applications.

With the drill held In normal
operating position,the direction of rotation selector
should be positionedto the left ot the switchfor
drilling.The drillingdirection is reversed when the
selector is to the right of the switch, When the selector
Is In center position,the switch trigger is locked,

changingthe directionof rotation or the two-
speed gear train (hi-lo).

When drillinghard smooth surfacesuse a center
punchto mark desired hole location.This will prevent
the drillbit fi'omslippingoff centeras the hole is
started, However, the low speed feature allows
startingholes withoutcenter punchingif desired. To
accomplishthis. simplyoperate yourdrill at a low
speed until the hole is started.
The material to be drilledshould be secured In a vise
or with clamps to keep it from turningas the drill bit
rotates.

Hold tool firmly and place the bit at the point to be
drilled. Depress the switch trigger to start tool

Move the drill bit into the workpiece applying only
enough pressure to k_eepthe bit cuffing. Do not force
or apply side pressure to elongate a hole.

has a tendency to grab and kick oppositeto the
directionof rotationand couldcause loss of
controlwhen breaking throughmaterial. If not
prepared, this lossof cOntrolcan result in
possibleserious Injury.

When drilling metals, use a light oil on the drill bit to
keep it from overheating. The oil wiff prolong the life of
the bit and increase the drilling action,

If the bit Jams in workplace or if the drill stalls, release
switch trigger immediately, Remove the bit from the
workpiece end determine the reason for jamming.
