Please read this bookiet 1o be
sure your dryer is installed and used
properly. It will help you get the best
results and longest life your dryer was
designed to give.

You are personally responsi-
ble for making sure that your dryer...
e |s installed by a qualified installer.
¢ |5 installed in an area protected from
the weather.

e |s properly installed and leveled in a
well ventilated room - on a floor that
can support the weight.

e [s located in an area where the tem-
perature is above 45 F (72 C).

e |s connected to the right kind of outlet,
electric supply and grounding.-

e |5 properly connected to

exhaust system. "

e |5 used only for jobs normally
expected of home clothes dryers.

e |s properly maintained.

e Is not run where there may be explo-
sive fumes.

e Is not used by children or anyone
unable to operate it properly.

Remove the Consumer Buy
Guide label before using your dryer. It
will be easier to remove.

Wipe out the drum with a damp
cloth toremove any dust.

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Loading your
Dryer

For best drying results and energy
savings, sort dryer loads carefully.

Sort loads according to the type
of fabric and weight. For example:

e Dry heavy fabrics (denims, towels,
cottons) separately from light fabrics
(permanent press, synthetics).

e Separate lint givers (towels, sweat-
shirts, etc.) from lint takers (synthetics,
blends, permanent press).

e Keep dark colors and light colors
separate.

e Keep colorfast items away from non-
colorfast fabrics.

Allow room for items fo tumble
freely. The load will dry faster with fewer
wrinkles.

When drying permanent press,
dry smaller-than-normal loads for the
best wrinkle removal.

Use a mesh bag to hold small
items such as baby socks.

Read the Dryer Guide for more
hints on sorting and loading.

Lint Screen

The hint screen 1s under the [id on
top ¢f *he dryer.

Zlean the int screen betare each
i~adt A screen thats blocked by fint
can cause longer drying times

CAUTION: Do not operate
the dryer with the lint screen
removed or not securely in
place as it may cause over-
heating, possible damage
to fabrics and dryer parts or
create a fire hazard.

To remove the screen, open the
lid and pull the screen straight out. ROl
the lint off the screen with your fingers
DO NOT rinse the screen of wash
it. Wet lint is hard to remove.
When replacing the screen, push
it firmly into place. Close the lid

Using
your Dryer

1. Put the sorted load in the dryer
and close the door tightly.

2. Turnthe Cycle Control Knob to
the cycle you want.
e Use LIGHT for small loads of light-
weight fabrics. The LIGHT Cycle runs for
the least time. Use LIGHT also to damp
dry loads for ironing.
e Use MED for normal size loads of light
or medium weight fabrics (sheets, pil-
lowcases, shirts, etc.].
e Use HEAVY for normal size loads of
heavy fabrics (fowels, jeans, corduroys).
e Use EXHEAVY for large loads or for
heavy bulky items (quilts, spreads, blan-
kets, etc.)

SUGGESTION:

You can set the Cycle Control Knob
anywhere past, between or below
the EXHEAVY and LIGHT settings. For
the first few loads

o Setthe pointerin the middle of the
load setting

e |f the load is drier than you want,
set it to the right (for less time) the
next time

e [f the load is not as dry as you
want, set itto the left (for more time)
the next time.

For example:

BE CAREFUL NOT TO OVERDRY.
Overdrying can cause shrinkage,

static cling and damage to some
fabrics.

ex heavy

e Use PERMANENT PRESS for a longer
period of cool-down time. Set the
pointer for the number of minutes of
drying time you want. (See Setting
Drying Times on page 6.)

e [f laundry is left in the dryer after it has
stopped tumbling. use the Tumble
Press® Control setting {(page ¢) to help
remove the wrinkles

3. Set TEMPERATURE SELECTOR.

e Turn the TEMPERATURE SELECTOR to
the drying temperature needed for
the load. See page 5 for suggested
settings.

4. Push the Start Button.

e Make sure the door is closed and
Cycle Control is set. If the door 1s
opened during the cycle, the dryer will
stop. To restart the dryer, close the
door and push the Start Button,

5. To stop the dryer:

e Open the door

e Or, turn the Cycle Control Knob to one
of the OFF positions.

¢ To change the setting while the
dryer is running, turn the Cycle Control
Knob, either way, so it points to the set-
fing you want.

NOTE: The Cycle Control Knob
should point to OFF when the dryeris
nof being used.

IMPORTANT: To help reduce wrin-
kling, take the load from the dryer as
soon as tumpling stops. This is very
important for permanent press, knits
and other synthetic fabrics.

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Setting Drying
Times

Modern dryers are designed with
drying temperatures needed to safely
handle modern fabrics. Cooldown
times have been added to heat set-
tings. You might notice slightly longer
drying times.

The time it takes to dry a load
depends on:

e The kind of fabric, its weight. and the
size of the load A large load of jeans
will take alot longer to dry than a small
load of light synthetics.
e 'he amount of moisture in the load
Towels hold a lot of moisture; synthetics
dont. Synthetics dry faster.
e lemperature of the rinse water Cold
rinses cause less wrinkling and help save
energy, but a cold load will take slightly
longer to dry than a warm one.
e Amount of lint on the screen A full lint
screen slows the air flow and can make
drying time longer.
e oom temperature The dryer heats
room air. If the room temperature is not
above 45 F (7.2 C), drying time will
be longer and removal of wrinkles may
be poor.
e Proper instaliation and exhaust sys-
tems. For the fastest possible drying
time, installing and exhausting your
dryer properly is important. See installa-
tion instructions.
Be careful not to overdry. Over-
drying can cause shrinkage,
damage to some fabrics and
static cling.

FLUFF AIR

This temperature setting is useful
for fluffing bedding, pillows and cloth-
ing. or dusting drapes. It is also best
to use when damp-drying heat-
sensitive items.

Drying heat-sensitive fabrics,
plastic or rubber items with heat

may damage the items or be a
fire hazard.

FLUFF AIR should be used for
such items as plastic shower curtains
or tablecloths, rubber-backed rugs,
some pillows, stuffed toys, heat-sensitive
fabrics, etc
e Turnthe TEMPERATURE SELECTOR to
FLUFF AIR.

e Turnthe Cycle Control Knob to the
number of minutes you want in the
PERMANENT PRESS Cycle.

e Push the Start Button.

e Check the lint screen Remove fint

Keep the screen clean for best drying

results and fimes.

e Modern dryers are designed to dry at

the cooler temperatures needed by

maodern fabrics. They may need more

time than you are used to

If youmove...To make sure that your
appliance is correctly installed and to
insure its continued satisfactory
operation, call your dealer. (installation
cost will, of course, be paid by you.)
Helptul hints...You can help your
service representative give you faster
service if you include the model and
serial number of your appliance when
requesting service. Also, retain your
sales stip and warranty to verify your
warranty status.

Remember.. Your service
representative is frained in the repairing
and servicing of your WHIRLPOOL
appliances.
