Use normal disks only.If irregular,non-round orsrtange shape disks are
inserted, they maybe hooked inthe machine orcan not beplayed correctly.

Check all disks before playing and see whether there are cracks, scrapes or
crimp. Such disksmay not beplayed correctly. Do nnot use them.

Do nottouch therecorded side (no print) while taking disks. When they are not
used, putthem inthe box.

Do not putdisks in placeswith direct sunshine or high temperature.
