The hookups on pages 3 through 5 are divided into two hookup types: Basic (A) and
Advanced (B).

The basic hookups show the backs of TVs that have only an antenna/cable connection. It is
the easier of the two and additional accessories may not be needed.

The advanced hookups show the VCR hooked up to a monitor/receiver (TV with audio
and video jacks). This connection may improve the picture quality as well as convenience
of operation.

Also, if you change the
signal type, you will need to perform AUTO CHANNEL
SEARCH again.

video input (refer to TV’s manual).

Pause for Stop Action
This feature stops the tape in action and allows you to examine the details of the
scene.

Press TRACKING up or down during stop-action
pause to reduce picture “jitter”.

Slow Motion

You can view the picture in slow motion during play or play pause.
Sound is turned off during slow-motion playback. Slow motion works best in the SP or SLP
speed.

The VCR has automatic tracking which adjusts the picture when playing back a tape recorded
on another VCR. Automatic tracking is turned on whenever a tape is inserted or the VCR’s
power is turned on.

Manual Tracking

Occasionally, you may need to manually adjust tracking on a tape recorded on a different VCR
or camcorder. The TRACKING buttons on the remote or VCR are used when playing a tape.
They have no effect during recording.

¢ Press TRACKING up or down during stop-action pause to
reduce picture “jitter”.

Cleaning the VCR

Use a soft cloth or dusting attachment of your vacuum cleaner to dust your
VCR. Remove dust from the ventilation holes on the top, back, sides, and
bottom of the cabinet.

Plastic surfaces are easily scratched and can be marred by alcohol and various
solvents. Avoid excessive use of oil-based furniture polishes since the materials
used in the cabinet will accumulate more dust. We recommend using a non-
abrasive, anti-static cleaner and polisher.
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Trouble Checks

Sometimes problems can be easily solved by checking a few basic things. Check below
before you call for help or take your VCR to an Authorized RCA VCR Servicenter.

Trouble Here's what to try:

No power = Plug VCR into an operating outlet.
= Check connections.
