P Be sure to read this information in conjunction with “Safety Notes” (=P.130), to ensure that you use

H Places to Avoid

Do not store or use the camera in the following types of

locations:

@ |n the rain or in very humid, dirty or dusty places.

®n direct sunlight or in places subject to extreme
temperature rises, such as in a closed car in summer.

® Extremely cold places.

® Places affected by smoke or steam.
