Installation

Do not use the TV outside the specified voltage range. It may cause a fire
or an electric shock.

WARNING ABOUT THREE-WIRE GROUNDING-TYPE PLUG:

Do not remove the earthing pin on the power plug. This system is
equipped with a three pin earthing-type power plug. This plug will
only fit an earthing-type power outlet. This is a safety feature. If you
are unable to insert the plug into the outlet, contact an electrician to
replace the wall outlet.

Do not defeat the purpose of the earthing plug.

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About the fuse

In a three pin earthing-type, the fuse fitted
in this plug is approved by ASTA or BSI to
BS1362.

Precautions for installing on outdoor antenna

An outside antenna system should not be located in the vicinity of
overhead power lines, or other electric light or power circuits.

If the antenna falls down or drops, it may cause injury or electric shock
accidents.




Do not place hot objects or naked flame sources, such as lighted candles
or nightlights on, or close to the TV. High temperatures can melt plastic
and lead to fires.

Connecting an antenna

Optimum reception of color requires a good signal and will generally mean that an outdoor antenna must be used.
The exact type and positioning of the antenna will depend upon your particular area.

Your Toshiba dealer or service personnel can best advise you on which antenna to use in your area.
