The Sure-Alarm battery back up system in this radio will maintain the time and
alarm settings in the event of a temporary power interruption. When the power is
restored the time and alarm settings will be correct. If the power is off at your wake
up time, the Sure-Alarm system will use the battery power to turn on the radio or
buzzer alarm as usual, as long as the back up battery is installed and has sufficient
power remaining.

The Sure-Alarm battery back up system requires one 9-volt battery, not included.
We recommend that you install an alkaline battery for longest life and best
performance.

POWER SOURCE

This radio is designed to operate on normal 120V 60Hz AC power only. Do not
attempt to operate the radio on any other power source.

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SETTING THE CLOCK

When you connect the radio to your AC outlet for the first time, the display will
begin flashing “12:00” PM (Noon). The flashing will stop when you set the time.

1.) Press and release the TIME button. The display will stop flashing and you can
now proceed to set the clock.

2.) Depress the TIME button together with either the UP  or DOWN  buttons

for at least two seconds to move the display forward or backward to the
correct time. The display will move rapidly forward or backward as long as the
buttons are depressed.

3.) When the display approaches the correct time release the UP  or DOWNN
 buttons and then repeatedly press the UP   or DOWN  buttons to

move display forward or backward, one minute at a time, until the correct time
appears on the display.

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SETTING THE WAKE UP TIMES

This clock radio has two separate alarms that can be set and used independently.
You may use the alarms to wake two people at different times, or you may use one
alarm for weekdays and the other for weekend wake up times. The procedure for
adjusting the wake up time is the same for both Alarm 1 and Alarm 2.

1.) Depress and hold either the ALM 1 or ALM 2 setting button. The display will
change from the correct time to the Alarm 1 or Alarm 2 wake up time.

2.) While holding either the ALM 1 or ALM 2 setting button depress and hold

either the UP  or DOWN  buttons for at least two seconds to move the

display forward or backward to the correct wake up time. The display will move
rapidly forward or backward as long as the buttons are depressed.

3.) When the display approaches the correct wake up time release the UP  or

DOWN  buttons and then repeatedly press the UP   or DOWN  buttons

to move display forward or backward, one minute at a time, until the correct
wake up time appears on the display.

Note: Observe the AM indicator to make sure you have set the clock to the correct
wake up hour, AM or PM. If the AM indicator is ‘On’ the time displayed is AM. If the
AM indicator is ‘Off’ the time displayed is PM.

CHECKING THE WAKE UP TIMES
Whenever you want to check the wake up times, simply press either the ALM 1 or
ALM 2 setting buttons.

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WAKE TO RADIO

1.) Turn the radio ‘On’ and select the band, station, and volume level that you wish
to hear when the alarm comes on, then turn the radio ‘Off’ again.

2.) Reconfirm the wake up time settings for the alarm you are using, Alarm 1,
Alarm 2, or both alarms.

3.) Set the ALARM selector switch for one or both alarms to the ‘RADIO’ position.
The appropriate ALM 1 and/or ALM 2 indicators will light up to confirm that the
alarms are set.

4.) At the selected wake up time the radio will turn ‘On’. It will play for one hour and
then shut off automatically.

5.) To stop the radio sooner, press the RADIO ON/OFF button. The radio will stop
but the alarm remains set and will turn the radio on again at the same time on
the following day.

You may also set one alarm for wake to radio and the other for wake to buzzer.

Bar for a few more minutes sleep. The alarm will stop for approximately 9 minutes
and then turn on again.

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NAP TIMER

This radio includes a programmable Nap Timer alarm. Use the Nap Timer to wake
up after a nap without disturbing your regular alarm settings. The Nap Timer can
be used for naps of up to 99 minutes.

To set the Nap Timer:

1.) Depress the NAP button. The display will show “n 30”, indicating a 30 minute
nap time, and the NAP indicator will light.  After 30 minutes the buzzer alarm
will turn on.

2.) To adjust the length of the Nap Timer depress and hold the NAP button, and

repeatedly press either the UP  or DOWN  buttons until the display shows

the desired Nap time. You can select between 1 minute and 99 minutes.

Note: When you change the length of the Nap Timer setting, the new setting

becomes the default setting.

For example if you change the Nap Timer from 30 minutes to 45 minutes, the
new default setting will become 45 minutes. The next time you press the NAP
button the Nap Timer will start at 45 minutes. However if the power is interrupted
and the back up battery is not installed, the Nap Timer will return to the original
30-minute default setting.

3.) When the Nap Timer counts down to “00” the buzzer alarm will turn on. Press
the SNOOZE button to shut off the buzzer alarm.

Note: If you do not press the SNOOZE button to shut the buzzer off, it will
continue for one hour and then shut off automatically.

To cancel the Nap Timer before the buzzer alarm turns on, press the SNOOZE
button at any time. The NAP indicator goes off and the buzzer alarm will not turn
on.

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SLEEP TO MUSIC TIMER

You can program the Sleep Timer to play the radio for up to 99 minutes and then
shut off automatically.

1.) Depress the SLEEP button.  The display will show “L 30”, the radio will turn on,
play for 30 minutes and then turn off automatically.

2.) To adjust the length of the Sleep Timer depress and hold the SLEEP button,

and repeatedly press either the UP  or DOWN  buttons until the display

shows the desired Sleep time. You can select between 1 minute and 99 minutes.

Note: When you change the length of the Sleep Timer setting, the new setting
becomes the default setting.

For example, if you change the Sleep Timer from 30 minutes to 45 minutes,
the default setting will become 45 minutes. The next time you press the SLEEP
button the Sleep Timer will start at 45 minutes. However, if the power is
interrupted and the back up battery is not installed, the Sleep Timer will return
to the original 30-minute deafult setting.

3.) When the Sleep Timer counts down to “00” the radio will shut off automatically.

To cancel the Sleep Timer operation and shut the radio off before the Sleep Timer
counts down to “00”, press the SNOOZE button at any time.

IMPORTANT: Remember that the radio station and volume settings that you choose
for Sleep To Music operation are the same settings you will hear if you set the
alarm for Wake To Radio the following morning.

DIMMER CONTROL
The DIMMER control was set to the ‘HIGH’ position at our factory. If you find the
clock display is too bright in a darkened room, set the Dimmer control to the ‘LOW’
position.
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There are no user serviceable parts inside this radio. Please refer all service
problems to a qualified service facility. See the warranty page of this manual for
further details.

If the cabinet becomes dusty, wipe the exterior with a soft dust cloth only. Never
use dusting sprays or polishes on the cabinet.

If the cabinet becomes dirty or smudged with fingerprints it may be wiped with a
soft cloth that has been slightly dampened with a mild soap and water solution.
Always disconnect the power cord from the AC outlet before cleaning, and never
allow any liquid to get inside the cabinet.

Note: If there is no battery in the back-up battery compartment, the Time and Alarm
settings will be lost when the power cord is disconnected for cleaning. Reset the
clock and wake up times after reconnecting the power cord.
