ASSEMBLE THE FIXTURE (NOTE: FIRST TURN OFF ELECTRICITY)

REFER TO FIGURES FOR ILLUSTRATION OF TYPICAL FIXTURE PARTS AND ASSEMBLIES.

1. IFYOU ARE REPLACING AN EXISTING FIXTURE, DISCONNECT AND REMOVE THE OLD FIXTURE, BXPOSE THE WIRING IN THE
OUTLET BOX.

2. ATTACHCROSS BAR TOTHE QUTLET BOX WITH THE (2) SCREW.

3. CONNECT THE WHITE FIXTURE WIRE TO THE WHITE SUPPlY WIRE USING A WIRE CONNECTOR, CONNECT THE BLACK
FIXTURE WIRE TO THE BLACK SUPPLY WIRE IN THE SAME MANNER. CONNECT THE SUPPLY GROUND WIRE ONTO THE
CROSS BAR USING THE GREEN SCREW.

4.  RAISE THEFIXTURE TO THE WALL SO THAT THE NIPPLE COMES THROUGH THE CENTER HOLE, SECURE THE FIXTURE WITH
THE FINIAL.

5. INSERT THE GLASS ONTO THE SPRING CLIP WHICH IS SIT ON THE BOTH SIDE OF THE SOCKET , AND THEN ASSEMBLY THE
LIGHT BULB
