ClonePort « The ClonePort jack is given priority over
all functions on the Net1Card. This port is used for
cloning purposes only. The ClonePort connector is used
with Data Control Modules (To copy the internal memo-
ry settings of one SmartCard television to another with
the use of a Smart Loader).

Coaxial Cable* A single solid antenna wire normaly
matched with ametd plug (F-type) end connector that
screws (or pushes) directly onto a 75 Ohm input found
on the Television or VCR.

Commercial Mode « Mode of operation to which the
TV can be sat. Generally used by technicians to setup
the TV’s operating system.

Menu ¢ An on-screen listing of feature controls shown
on the Television screen that are made available for user
adjustments.

Net1Card  An optional accessory that fitsinto a
SmartCard Television creating a network to transmit and
receive video and audio.
