Follow directions of
the stainless steel cleaner. #ACaution: Do not leave on too long as this may cause damage
to hood finish . Use soft towel to wipe off the cleaning solution, gently rub off any stubborn
spots. Use dry soft towel to dry the hood.

DO NOT allow deposits to accumulate or remain on the hood.

DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes. Small bits of steel may adhere to the surface
and cause rusting.
