CHARGING YOUR WORKLIGHT

The battery pack and charger are not inciuded with

this worklight. They are both sold separately. If you
decide to purchase a battery pack and charger, use
battery pack part number 975284-001 and charger

part number 975283-001.

TO CHARGE BATTERY PACK:

Charge battery pack only with the charger recom-
mended.

Make sure power supply is normal house
voltage, 120 volts, 60 hz, AC only.

Connect charger to power supply.

Place battery pack in charger then press down on
hattery pack to be sure contacts on battery pack
engage properly with charger contacts.

Red light should turn on.

When battery pack is fully charged, the red light
will turn off and the green light will turn on.

Begin with a fully charged battery pack.
