To get the best performance from the unit, keep your discs, tapes, and mechanism clean.

Handling discs

« Remove the disc from its case by
holding it at the edge while pressing in
the center hole lightly.

Do not touch the shiny surface of the
disc, or bend the disc.

« Put the disc back in its case after use to
prevent warping.

* Be careful not to scratch the surface of
the disc when placing it back in its
case.

Handling cassette tapes
