» Plug into a grounded 3-prong outlet, do not remove grounding prong, do not use an adapter, and do

not use an extension cord

* Replace all panels before operating

« It is recommended that a separate circuit, serving only your wine chiller, be provided. Use
receptacles that cannot be turned off by a switch or pull chain

* Never clean wine chiller parts with flammable fluids. These fumes can create a fire hazard or
explosion. And do not store or use gasoline or other flammable vapors and liquids in the vicinity of
this or any other appliance. The fumes can create a fire hazard or explosion.

 Before proceeding with cleaning and maintenance operations, make sure the power line of the unit
is disconnected.

« Do not connect or disconnect the electric plug when your hands are wet

* Unplug the wine chiller or disconnect the power before cleaning or servicing. Failure to do so can
result in electrical shock or death.

* Do not attempt to repair or replace any part of your wine chiller unless it is specifically recommended
in this material.

 The wine chiller should not be located next to ovens, grills or other sources of high heat.

* The wine chiller must be installed with all electrical, water and drain connections in accordance with
state and local codes.

* Do not kink or pinch the power supply cord of the wine chiller.

* The fuse (or circuit breaker) size should be 15 amperes.

« All installation must be in accordance with local plumbing code requirements.

» Make certain that the pipes are not pinched or kinked or damaged during installation.

* Check for leaks after connection.

* Do not use solvent-based cleaning agents or abrasives on the interior. These cleaners may damage

or discolor the interior.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Before Using Your Wine Chiller

Remove the exterior and interior packing.

Check to be sure you have all of the following parts:

e 6 Shelves (3 curved shelves, 3 straight shelves)

e 1 Basket

e 1 Instruction Manual

Before connecting the Wine Chiller to the power source, let it stand upright for approximately
2 hours. This will reduce the possibility of a malfunction in the cooling system from handling
during transportation.

Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.

Installation of Your Wine Chiller

This appliance is designed to be free standing only, and should not be recessed or built-in
(fully recessed).

Place your Wine Chiller on a floor that is strong enough to support it when it is fully loaded. To
level your Wine Chiller, adjust the front adjustable leg at the bottom of the unit.

Locate the Wine Chiller away from direct sunlight and sources of heat (stove, heater, radiator,
etc.). Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may increase electrical
consumption. Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause the unit not to perform
properly.

Avoid locating the unit in moist areas.

Plug the Wine Chiller into an exclusive, properly-installed grounded wall outlet. Do not under
any circumstances cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the power cord. Any questions
concerning power and/or grounding should be directed toward a certified electrician or an
authorized Avanti Products service center.

OPERATING YOUR WINE CHILLER

» Setting the Temperature Control

e To control the internal temperature, adjust the control dial according to the ambient temperature or
purpose of use.

e The temperature control dial has 5 settings from the coldest “COLD” to the warmest “HI” plus
OFF. (Cold, Low, Medium & High.)

e The first time you turn the unit on set the temperature control to “MED”.

e After 24 to 48 hours, adjust the temperature control to the setting that best suites your needs.

e Turning the control to the “OFF” position stops the cooling cycle, but does not shut off the power
to the appliance.

e If the unit is unplugged, power lost, or turned off; you must wait 3 to 5 minutes before restarting
the unit. If you attempt to restart before this time delay, the appliance will not start.

Temperature Control

COLD: FOR BEER OR SOFT DRINK CANS
LOW: SPARKLING WINES / ROSE WINES
MED: WHITE WINES / DRY

HI: RED WINES

NOTE: WHEN USING FOR BOTH WINE AND BEER SIMULTANEOUSLY WE RECOMMEND THAT

» Interior Light
You can turn the interior light on or off by the light switch.



CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Cleaning Your Wine Chiller

e Turn the temperature control to "OFF", unplug the appliance, and remove all items including
shelves and basket.

e Wash the inside surfaces with a warm water and baking soda solution. The solution should be
about 2 tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.

e Wash the shelves and basket with a mild detergent solution.

e Wring excess water out of the sponge or cloth when cleaning the area around the controls, or
any electrical parts.

¢ Wash the outside cabinet with warm water and mild liquid detergent. Rinse well and wipe dry
with a clean soft cloth.

Power Failure

Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the temperature of
your appliance if you minimize the number of times the door is opened. If the power is going to be
off for a longer period of time, you need to take the proper steps to protect your contents.

Vacation Time

Short vacations: Leave the Wine Chiller operating during vacations of less than three weeks.
Long vacations: If the appliance will not be used for several months, remove all items and
unplug the power cord. Clean and dry the interior thoroughly. To prevent odor and mold growth,
leave the door open slightly: blocking it open if necessary.

Moving Your Wine Chiller

¢ Remove all items.

e Securely tape down all loose items (shelves) inside your appliance.

e Turn the adjustable leg up to the base to avoid damage.

e Tape the door shut.

e Be sure the appliance stays secure in the upright position during transportation. Also protect
outside of appliance with a blanket, or similar item.

Energy Saving Tips
e The Wine Chiller should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing
appliances, and out of direct sunlight.

Ubicacion

1. Seleccione un lugar con su piso fuerte y nivelado.

Luz interior

La luz interior se controla manualmente y no funciona al abrir ni cerrar la puerta. Para prender la
luz, presione el interruptor manual de la luz.

Descongelacién

Su vinera ha sido disefiada con un sistema de descongelacion de “ciclo automatico”.

Las superficies refrigeradas del compartimiento para vinos se descongela automaticamente,
durante el ciclo “apagado” del control de enfriamiento (termostato). El agua descongelada del
compartimiento es eliminada automéaticamente, encauzandola hacia una bandeja de goteo ubicado
en el compresor. La transferencia de calor del compresor evapora el agua.
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CUIDADO Y MANTENIMIENTO

Limpieza

Para limpiar el interior, use un pafio suave con una solucién de una cucharada de bicarbonato de
sodio por cada cuarto de agua, o una solucién de espuma de jabon suave, 0 un detergente suave.
Para lavar las rejillas, saquelas deslizandolas con cuidado, y use una solucién de detergente suave;
luego séquelas con un pafio suave. Limpie el exterior con un pafio himedo suave y un poco de
detergente suave o productos de limpieza para electrodomésticos.

Periodo de vacaciones

Para periodos cortos de vacaciones, deje los controles en la posicién normal. Durante ausencias
mas largas;

(a) saque todas las botellas,

(b) desconecte la vinera del tomacorriente,

(c) limpie bien el refrigerador para vinos,

(d) deje la puerta abierta para evitar la formacion de condensacion, moho u olores.

Corte de corriente

La mayoria de los cortes de corriente se corrigen en una o dos horas y no afectaran las temperaturas
de su vinera para vinos. Sin embargo, Ud. debera reducir la cantidad de veces que abra la puerta
cuando la corriente esté apagada. Durante los cortes de corriente de larga duracién, tome medidas
para proteger sus alimentos.

Si Ud. se muda

Saque o0 asegure todos los articulos dentro de su vinera. Para evitar que los tornillos nivelantes se
averien, girelos completamente hacia la base.

Algunas reglas importantes para el uso correcto de la vinera.

- Las bebidas se deben guardar en botellas cerradas.
- No sobrecargue el compartimiento interior.
- No abra la puerta a menos que sea necesario.

- Sila vinera se guardara sin uso por periodos largos, se sugiere que, luego de una limpieza
cwdadosa se deje la puerta entreabierta para permitir que el aire circule dentro de la caja y evitar
una posible formacién de condensacion, moho u olores.
