Make sure the upper switch housing is securely
attached to the mounting plate.

(+) side up. Replace with a CR2032 battery
when necessary.

Within 3 minutes of restoring power to
the fan, press both the Fan OFF button and
the Fan ON button for at least 4 seconds.
Your fan will turn on to indicate successful
syncing. If it does not, turn off power to
your fan, wait 1 minute then try again.
