Do not wash the entire kettle in water, use abrasive dish detergents or use
organic solvents such as paint thinner, benzene or kerosene.

@The white stains that appear inside the kettle are deposits of minerals found
in water.

1. Fill the kettle to the MAX level (0.8L) then add 30 grams of citric acid and stir.

2. Place the lid on and boil the water. Let it stand for about an hour after boiling.

3. Pour out the hot water and rinse thoroughly with water. If deposits still
remain, use a sponge to wipe the deposits and rinse thoroughly.

4. If the scent of citric acid is a concern, rinse the kettle thoroughly and then
fill with water and boil again. Pour out the water once it has boiled.
