After striking a foreign obiect, stop the engine (motor),
remove the wire from the spark plug, thoroughly inspect
the tiller for any damage, and repair the damage before
restarting and operating the tiller.

Exercise caution to avoid slipping or falling.

if the unit should start to vibrate abnormally, stop the
engine (motor) and check immediately for the cause.
Vibration is generally a warning of trouble.

Stop the engine (motor) when leaving the operating
paosition.

Take allpossible precautions when leaving the machine
unattended. Disengage the tines, shiftinto neutral, and
stop the engine,

Before cleaning, repairing, or inspecting, shut off the
engine and make certain all moving parts have stopped.
Disconnectthe spark plug wire, and keep the wire away
from the plug to prevent accidental starting. Disconnect
the cord on electric motors.

Do not run the engine indcors; exhaust fumes are
dangerous.

Neveroperate the tiller without proper guards, plates, or
other safety protective devices in place.

TILLING

The speed and depth of tilling is reguiated by the position of
the depth stake and wheel height.

The depth stake should always be below the wheels for
digging. it serves as a brake to slow the tiller's forward
motion to enable the tines to penetrate the ground. Also, the
more the depth stake is lowered into the ground the deeper
the tines will dig.

Adjust depth stake by removing the hairpin clip and clevis

pin. Change depth stake to desired position. Replace the

clevis pin and hairpin clip.

¢« Fill fuel tank. Use fresh, clean, regular unleaded
gasoline. (Use of leaded gasocline will increase carbon
and lead oxide deposits and reduce valve life.

IMPORTANT: WHENOPERATING IN TEMPERATURES
BELOW 32°F (0°C}, USE FRESH, CLEAN, WINTER GRADE
GASOLINE TO HELP INSURE GOOD COLD WEATHER
STARTING.

WARNING: Experience indicates that alcohol blended fuels
(called gasohol or using ethanol or methanol) can attract
moisture which leads to separation and formation of acids
during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel system of
anenginewhile in storage. Toavoid engine problems, the
fuel system should be emptied before storage of 30 days
or longer. Drain the gastank, start the engine and letit run
untilthe fuel lines and carburetor are empty. Use freshfuel
next season. See the Storage section of this manual for
additional information. Never use engine or carburetor
cleanerproductsin the fuel tank orpermanent damage may
OCCUr.

CAUTION: Fill fo within /2" (1.3 cm) of
. top of fuel tank to prevent spills and to

aliow for fuel expansion. i gasoline is
accidentally spilied, move machine away

from area of spill. Avoid creating any

source of ignition until gasoline vapors
have disappeared.

Do not overfill. Wipe off any spilled oil
or fuel. Do not store, spill or use gaso-
line near an open flame.

TO START ENGINE (See Fig. 8)

CAUTION: Keep tine control in “OFF”
position when starting engine.

When starting engine for the firsttime orif engine has run out
of fuel, it will take extra pulls of the recoil starter to move fuel
from the tank to the engine.

*  Make sure spark plug wire is propetly connected.
*  Place throttle control in “FAST” position.

* Move choke control to full “CHOKE” position. Grasp
recoil starterhandle with one hand and grasp iller handle
with other hand. Pull rope out slowly until engine
reaches start of compression cycle (rope will pull slightly
harder at this point).

*  Pull recoll starter handle quickly. Do not let starter
handle snap back against starter. Repeatif necessary.

« ifengine fires but does not start, move choke controi to
half choke position. Pull recoil starter handie until engine
starts.

*  Whenengine starts, slowly move choke controlto “RUN”
positicn as engine warms up.

NOTE: A warm engine requires less choking to start.

+ Move throttle control to desired running position.

s Allow engine to warm up for a few minutes before
engaging tines.

NOTE: Ifatahigh altitude (3000 feet) orin coldtemperatures
(below 32°F), the carburetor fuel mixture may need to be
adjusted for best engine petformance. See “TO ADJUST
CARBURETOR” in the Service and Adjustments section of
this manual.

Break-in your belts, pulleys and tine control before you
actually begin tilling.

s Start engine, tip tines off ground by pressing handles
down and engage tine control to start tine rotation. Allow
tines to rotate for five minutes.

e Check tine operation and adjust if necessary. See
“TINE OPERATION CHECK” inthe Service and Adjust-
ments section of this manual.

TILLING HINTS

CAUTION: Untilyouareaccustomedto
handling yourftiller, startactualfield use
with throttie in slow position (mid-way
between “FAST” and “IDLE").

To help tilter move forward, lift up the handles slightly (thus
lifting depth stake out of ground). To slow down the tiller,
press down on handles.

If you are straining or tiller is shaking, the wheels and depth
stake are not setproperly in the soil being tilled. The proper
setting ofthe wheels and depth stake is throughtrial and error
and depends upon the soil condition. (The harder or wetter
the ground, the slower the engine and tine speed needed.
Under these poor conditions, at fast speed the tilier will run
and jump over the ground).

A propetly adjusted tiller wilt dig with little effort from the
operator.

« Tilling is digging into, turning over, and breaking up
packed soll before planting. Loose, unpacked soilhelps
root growth. Bestlilling depthis 4"to 6" (10-15 cm}. A
tiller will also clear the soil of unwanted vegetation. The
decomposition of this vegetable matter entiches the
soil. Depending on the climate (rainfall and wind), itmay
be advisable to till the soil at the end of the growing
season to further condition the soil.

+  Soilconditions are important for propertilling. Tines will
not readily penetrate dry, hard soil which may contribute
1o excessive bounce and difficult handling of your tiller.
Hard soil should be moistened before tilling; howevet,
extremely wet scil will “ball-up” or clump during tilling.
Wait untii the soil is less wetin order to achieve the best
results. When tilling in the fall, remove vines and long
grass to prevent them from wrapping around the tine
shaft and slowing your tilling operation.

*  Youwill findtillingmuch easter if you leave arow untilled
between passes. Then go back between titled rows.
(See Fig. 9) There are two reasons for doing this. First,
wide turns are much easier to negotiate than about-
faces. Second, the tiller won'tbe pulling itself, and you,
toward the row nextto it.

+  Setdepthstake and wheel height for shallow tilling when
working extremely hard scil or sod. Then work across
the first cuts at normal depth.

CULTIVATING

Cutftivating is destroying the weeds between rows to pre-
vent them from robbing nourishment and moisture from
the plants. At the same time, breaking up the upper layer
of soil crust will help retain moisture in the soil. Best
digging depth is 1" to 3" {(2.5-7.5 cmj.

* You will probably not need to use the depth stake.
Begin by tipping the depth stake forward until it is held
by the stake spring.

» Cultivate up and down the rows at a speed which will
allow tines to uproot weeds and leave the ground in
rough condition, promoting no further growth of weeds
and grass (See Fig. 10).

NOTE: Although multi-viscosity oils (BW-30, 10W-30, eic.)
improve starting in cold weather, these multi-viscosity oils
will result in increased oil consumption when used above
32°F {0°C). Check your engine oillevel more frequently to
avoid possible engine damage from running low on oil.

Change the oil after every 25 hours of operation or atieast
once a year if the tiller is not used for 25 hours in one year.

Checkthe crankcase oil level before starting the engine and
after each five (5} hours of continuous use. Add SAE 30
motor oil or equivalent. Tighten oil filler plug securely each
time you check the oil level.

TO CHANGE ENGINE OIL (See Figs. 11 and 12)

Determine temperature range expected before oil change.

Alf oil must meet API service classification SF, 5G or SH.

s Be sure tiller is on level surface.
