Precautions for moving the TV

* When moving the TV, be sure to remove the power plug from the wall
outlet and disconnect the antenna cable and audio/video cables, any
steady ties. Fire or electric shock may result if the power cord is
damaged.

* When carrying the TV, at least two people are needed. Be sure to carry
it upright.

¢ Do not carry the TV with the screen facing up or down.

Precautions for installing on outdoor antenna

An outside antenna system should not be located in the vicinity of
overhead power lines, or other electric light or power circuits.

If the antenna falls down or drops, it may cause injury or electric shock
accidents.

Connecting an antenna

Optimum reception of color requires a good signal and will generally mean that an outdoor antenna must be used.
The exact type and positioning of the antenna will depend upon your particular area.

Your Toshiba dealer or service personnel can best advise you on which antenna to use in your area.
