Capturing Images

Your camera is equipped with a 2.8" full color TFT LCD monitor to help you compose
images, playback recorded images/video clips or adjust menu settings.

1. Press the Power button to turn the power on.

3. Compose your image in the LCD monitor.
B Pressing the § Q button zooms in on the subject, and enlarges the subject on
the LCD monitor.
