To change spring tension (stand in front of blade
assembly), adjust the nuts at the upper end of the
springs {see figure 29) turning counter clockwise
to relieve tension and clockwise to increase ten-
sion.

Adijust spring adjustment nuts approximately
from end when moving snow or other light mate-
rial, (keep spring tension light for safety}. This
frees the blade to spring trip and return if a hidden
obstacle is encountered.
