B. This Air Conditioner Is Designed For:

1. Installation on arecreational vehicle during the time
the vehicle is manufactured.

2. Mounting on the roof of a recreational vehicle.

3. Roof construction with rafters/joists on minimum of 16
inch centers.

4. Minimum of 2.00 inches and maximum of 4.00 inches
distance between roofto ceiling of recreational vehicle.
Alternate installation methods will allow for roofs more
than 4.00 inches thick.

C. The ability of the air conditioner to maintain the desired
inside temperature depends on the heat gain of the RV.
Some preventative measures taken by the occupants of the
RV canreducethe heatgain andimprove the performance of
the air conditioner. During extremely high outdoor tempera-
tures, the heat gain of the vehicle may be reduced by:

1. Parking the RV in a shaded area

2. Using window shades (blinds and/or curtains)

3. Keeping windows and doors shut or minimizing usage
4. Avoiding the use of heat producing appliances

Operation on High Fan/Cooling mode will give optimum or
maximum efficiency in high humidity or high outside tempera-
tures.

Starting the air conditioner early in the morning and giving it a
"head start" on the expected high outdoor ambient will greatly
improve its ability to maintain the desired indoor temperature.

Foramore permanentsolutionto high heatgain, accessories like
A&E outdoor patio and window awnings will reduce heat gain by
removing the direct sun. They also add a nice area to enjoy
company during the cool of the evening.

D. Condensation

Note: The manufacturer of this air conditioner will notbe respon-
sible for damage caused by condensed moisture on ceilings or
other surfaces.

B. Choosing Proper Location For The Air
Conditioner

This air conditioner is specifically designed for installation on

the roof of arecreational vehicle (RV). When determining your

cooling requirements, the following should be considered:

e Size of RV;

* Window area (increases heat gain);

e Amount of insulation in walls and roof;

e Geographical location where the RV will be used;

¢ Personal comfortlevel required.
1. NormalLocation-The air conditioner is designed to

fit over an existing roof vent opening.

2. Other Locations-When no roof vent is available or
another location is desired, the following is recom-
mended:

a. For one unit installation: The air conditioner
should be mounted slightly forward of center
(front to back) and centered from side to side.

b. Fortwo unitinstallations: Install one Air Condi-
tioner 1/3 and one Air Conditioner 2/3’s from
front of RV and centered from side to side.

It is preferred that the air conditioner be installed on a
relatively flat and level roof section measured with the RV
parked on alevel surface.

Note: A8°slanttoeither side, or frontto back, is acceptable
for all units.

3. After Location Has Been Selected:
a. Check for obstructions in the area where air
conditioner will be installed. See FIG. 4.
b. The roof must be designed to support 130
poundswhen the RV is in motion. Normally a
200 Ib. static load design will meet this require-
ment.

CAUTION

It is the responsibility of the installer of this
air conditioner system to ensure structural in-
tegrity of the RV roof.

C. Roof Preparation

1. Opening Requirements - Before preparing the ceil-
ing opening, read all of the following instructions
before beginning the installation.
Ifaroofventopeningwillnotbe useda14-1/4"x 14-
1/4" (+1/8") opening must be cutthrough the roofand
ceiling of the RV. This opening must be located
betweentheroofreinforcing members.

d. Ifthe opening exceeds 14-3/8" x 14-3/8", it will
be necessary to re-size the opening to 14-1/4"
x 14-1/4" (£1/8").

e. Ifthe opening is less than 14-1/8" x 14-1/8", it
must be enlarged.

3. New Opening- (Installation Other Than Vent Open-
ing)

a. Marka14-1/4"x14-1/4" (£1/8") square on the
roof and carefully cut the opening.

b. Using the roof opening as a guide, cut the
matching hole in the ceiling.

c. Theopeningcreated mustbe framedto provide
adequate support and prevent air from being
drawn from the roof cavity. Lumber 3/4" or more
in thickness must be used. Remember to pro-
vide an entrance hole for power supplies at the

front of the opening. See FIG. 6.

There may be electrical wiring between the
roof and the ceiling. Disconnect 120 volt AC
power cord and the positive (+) 12 volt DC ter-
minal at the supply battery.

Route a copper 12 AWG, with ground, 120 VAC

supply line fromthe time delay fuse or circuit breaker

box to the roof opening.

a. This supply line must be located in the front
portion ofthe 14-1/4"x 14-1/4" (+1/8") opening.

b. ThepowerMUST be onaseparate 20 Amptime
delay fuse or HACR circuit breaker.

c. Make sure that at least 15" of supply wire
extends into the roof opening.

E. Placing Air Conditioner On The Roof

4. Place the 3105457 Mechanical Air Distribution Box
Kitinside the RV. This box contains mounting hard-
ware forthe air conditioner and will be used inside the
RV. See FIG. 7.

This completesthe outside work. Minor adjustments can

be done from the inside of the RV if required.

F. Installing The Air Conditioner
1. Removeairboxand mounting hardware from carton.
The upper duct is shipped inside the lower duct
which is part of the ceiling template.

8. Holdthe ceilingtemplate with one hand and with the
other, install the three 1/4" mounting bolts through
the template and into the base pan.

a. Finger-tighten the bolts and check alignment.
There should be an equal opening on each side
andtherear flange mustbe tight against the roof
opening.

b. EVENLY tighten the three bolts to atorque
of 40to 50inch pounds. This will compress
the roof gasket to approximately 1/2". The
bolts are self locking so over tightening is
notnecessary.

G Wiring The System

A WARNING

Disconnect 120 volt AC. Failure to follow these
instructions could create a shock hazard caus-
ing death or severe personal injury.

If bolts are left loose there may not be an ad-
equate roof seal or if over tightened, damage
may occur to the air conditioner base or ceil-
ing template.

B. Cooling Operation
1. Setthethermostatatthe desiredtemperature level.
2. Selectthe fan speedthat best satisfies your needs:
a. HIGH COOL: Selected when maximum cool-
ing and dehumidification required.
b. MED COOL: Selected whennormal or average
coolingrequired.
c. LOW COOL: Selected when room at desired
comfort level and needs to be maintained.

E. "OFF" Position
1. Thisis to turn Unit off.

G. Customer Maintenance

1. Periodically remove the return air filters located
above the removable panelsinthe airbox. Wash the
filters with soap and warm water, let dry and the
reinstall.

Note: Never runthe air conditioner without return air filter in
place. This may plug the unitevaporator coil with dirtand may
substantially affect the performance of the unit.

2. Cleanair box housing and control panel with a soft
cloth dampened with a mild detergent. Never use
furniture polish or scouring powders.

3. Theblower motorisfactory lubricated and requires

no service under normal use.
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Under certain conditions, frost may form on the
evaporator coil. Ifthis should occur, inspectthe filter
and clean if dirty. Make sure air louvers are not
obstructed. Air conditioners have a greater ten-
dency to frost when the outside temperature is
relatively low. This may be prevented by adjusting
the thermostat control knob to a warmer setting
(counter clockwise). Should frosting continue, oper-
ate on LOW, MED, or HIGH FAN only setting
until the cooling coil is free of frost.

If your unit fails to operate or operated improperly,

checkthe following before calling your service cen-

ter.

a. IfRVconnectedtomotorgenerator,checktobe
sure motor generatoris running and producing
power.

b. IfRV connectedto power supply by alandline,
checktobe sure line is sized properly to run air
conditioner load and it is plugged into power
supply.

c. Checkyour fuse or circuit breaker to see ifitis
open.

d. Afterthe above checks, call your local service
center for further help. This unit must serviced
by qualified service personnel only.

When calling for service, always give the following:

a. AirConditioner Model and Serial Number found
on rating plate located on base pan of air
conditioner bottom.

b. AirDistribution Box Kit Partand Serial Number
found on rating plate located on ceiling tem-
plate. Observe this rating plate through the air
box filter grill opening.
