Do not leave appliance unattended
while in use.

Dough hooks:

Use for light doughs. Insert dough hooks
in the same way as beaters.

Do not use dough hooks at low speeds
as this may cause motor to overheat.
When using dough hooks for heavy or
thick dough, use only high speed (3) from
the beginning to prevent the motor from
overheating (blocking).

CLEANING & STORAGE

and switched off before removing and
cleaning the accessories.
