When using the oven

» Always position oven rack(s) in
desired location while oven is
cool. If arack must be
removed while oven is hot, do
not let potholder contact hot
heating element in oven.

» Use care when opening oven
door. Let hot air or steam
escape before removing or
replacing food.

e Small amounts of formal-
dehyde and carbon
monoxide are given off in the
Self-Cleaning cycle from

fiberglass insulation and food
decomposition. Significant
exposure to these substances
can cause cancer or
reproductive harm. Exposure
can be minimized by venting
with a hood or open window
and wiping out excess food
spills prior to self-cleaning.

Do not use oven cleaners. No
commercial oven cleaner or
oven liner protective coating
of any kind should be used in
or around any part of the
oven.

Before self-cleaning the oven,
remove broiler pan, broiler
grid, oven racks and other
utensils. Do not use your oven
to clean miscellaneous parts
unless you are instructed to
do so in this Use and Care
Guide.

Do not clean door gasket. It is
essential for a good sedal.
Care should be taken not to
rub, damage or move the
gasket. Clean only parts
recommended in this Use
and Care Guide.

Changing Audible Signals

Adjusting Oven Temperature

Oven temperature controls will gradually
shift after years of use. So, even though
your new oven is properly adjusted to
provide accurate temperatures, it may
cook faster or slower than your old oven.

Using The Temperature Probe

The Temperature Probe is the most
accurate guide to the degree of doneness
of meat. Use it when baking, roasting any
type of meat or poultry, or cooking casse-
roles with liquid.

Insert the probe into the center of the
thickest portion of meat or into the inner
thigh or breast of poultry, away from fat
or bone.

If the temperature
drops, return the meat to the oven for
more cooking.

carve if loosely covered with foil and
allowed to stand 10-15 minutes after
removal from the oven.

*You can reduce roasting times and
temperatures for most standard recipes
when using the Convection Roast
setting. See recipe adaption chart or
convection roasting chart in the Convec-
tion Oven Cook Book for recommended
roasting times and temperatures.

*Use the convection roasting rack on
the broiler pan (both included with your
oven). (The convection roasting rack
rests on the broiler pan, not inside it.)
The long side of the rack should be
parallel with the oven door for best heat
distribution and airflow.

» Always start broiling with a cold broiler
pan for even resulits.

* To retain more natural juice, do not
pierce meat with a fork.

* Hand-clean the areas shown. They
do not get hot enough during the clean-
ing cycle for soil to burn away.

NOTE: DO NOT clean, move or bend
the gasket. Poor cleaning, baking and
roasting may result.
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* Remove the broiler pan grid and any-
thing else being stored in the oven.

* Wipe out any loose soil or grease. This
will help reduce smoke during the
cleaning cycle.

* Remove the oven racks from the oven if
you want them to remain shiny. You can
clean racks in the Self-Cleaning cycle,
but they will discolor and become harder
to slide. If you clean racks in the Self-
Cleaning cycle, place them on the rack
guides.

* Heat and odors are normal during the
Self-Cleaning cycle. Keep the kitchen
well ventilated by opening a window or
by turning on a vent hood or other
kitchen vent during the cycle.

The Self-Cleaning cycle uses very high heat
to burn away soil and grease. During the

cycle, the oven gets much hotter than it does

for normal baking or broiling. This high heat
breaks up the soil or grease and burns it
away.

Your oven is preset for a 3-hour Self-
Cleaning cycle. However, you can adjust
the cycle time to the amount of soil in your
oven. You can set the cycle anywhere
between 2 and 4 hours. (See “Setting The
Controls” on page 37.)

The graph at the left is representative
of a normal, 3-hour Self-Cleaning cycle.
Note that the heating stops when the
3-hour setting is up, but it takes longer for
the oven to cool enough to unlock.
