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Getting to know your ASUS Tablet

Front view

c Audio speakers
The built-in audio speakers allow you to hear audios straight from your
ASUS Tablet. Audio features are software controlled.

9 Touch screen panel
The touch screen panel allows you to operate your ASUS Tablet using the
stylus or touch gestures.
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Front camera

This built-in front camera allows you to take pictures or record videos
using your ASUS Tablet.

Proximity sensor
