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Maintenance

e Place the unit on a level surface away from sources of direct sunlight or excessive heat.

e Protect your furniture when placing your unit on a natural wood and lacquered finish. A cloth or other protective material
should be placed between it and the furniture.

e Clean your unit with a soft cloth moistened only with mild soap and water. Stronger cleaning agents, such as Benzine,
thinner or similar materials can damage the surface of the unit.

To place an insert:

1. Select the insert for your iPod (see table on page 1).

2. Gently press the iPod insert into the dock.

Installing/Replacing Batteries for Portable Operation
The iH17 uses 4 “AA” batteries for portable operation. The iH17 will not charge your iPod while operating on batteries.
If sound becomes weak or distorted, it is time to replace the batteries.

® Open the battery compartment cover located on the bottom of the unit.

* Insert 4 “AA” batteries as indicated.

* \We recommend the use of alkaline batteries for longer life.

Charging Your iPod

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Listening to Your iPod

1. Dock an already playing iPod and the iH17 will automatically turn on.You will hear the music playing from your iPod.
Note: If the volume on the playing audio is too low on the iPod, the iH17 may not detect that the iPod is in play mode.
Press the () button once to play iPod.

. When the iPod is docked and in standby mode, press the () button on the iH17 to play your iPod.

. Press play/pause on your iPod to pause play; press again to resume it.

. Press the @ or @) buttons on the iH17 to adjust the system volume.

. To turn off the unit, press the ¢ button on the iH17. Your iPod will continue charging while in the dock.
