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Precautions

Special notes on LCD monitors

(caused by a missing pixel or a pixel that is always lit).

e When the same image is displayed for hours on end, its afterimage may remain after switching to a
new image. When this happens, the screen will recover slowly by changing the image. Turning the LCD
monitor off for several hours will also correct this problem.
