When AC power is applied, the charging indicator light is illuminated, indicating that the battery is
being charged. When the power fails, the emergency lighting ballast automatically switches to
emergency operation, keeping one lamp on reduced output for 90 minutes.

G. MAINTENANCE

Although no routine maintenance is required to keep the emergency lighting ballast functional, 1t
should be checked periodically to ensure that it is working. The following schedule is

recommended: .
1. Visually inspect the charging indicator light monthly. It should be illuminated.
2. Test the emeryency operation of fixture once every 3 months. One lamp should operate at reduc-

ed output.
3. Conduct a 90 minute discharge test once a year. One lamp should operate at reduced output for

90 minutes.
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M. EMERGENCY BALLAST REPLACEMENT

Make sure AC power is off at fuse box. (For accessible and non-accessible ceiling.)

1. Remove REFLECTOR TRIM (see Reflector Trim Instruction Sheet).

2. Remove TRIM PLATE by removing LOCKNUT; disconnect UNIT CONNECTOR, loosen SCREW on
slde of SWITCH BOX and slip SWITCH BOX onto the ceiling (Fig. 11).

3. Loosen THUMB NUT and rotale BRACKET away from EMERGENCY BALLAST ASSEMBLY (Fig. 11).

4, Dstach EMERGENCY BALLAST from the MOUNTING PLATE and pull down through the frame
opening (Fig. 12).

5. Unwire and disassemble defective EMERGENCY BALLAST from SWITCH BOX and JUNCTION BOX.

6. Replace with new EMERGENCY BALLAST, Follow wiring diagram and insiruction procedure
provided in this Instruction Sheet.
